CALL FOR PAPERS

Macroeconomic Perspectives on Families and Inequality

On October 5/6, 2001, the C.V. Starr Center of New York University and the Society for Economic Dynamics will host a conference on “Macroeconomic Perspectives on Families and Inequality.”  A combination of invited and submitted papers will be chosen for the program.  Selected papers will be considered for publication in a special issue of the Review of Economic Dynamics. The program will be devoted to state-of-the-art research in the nexus between labor and macroeconomics.  Any high quality research in this area will be considered for inclusion on the program. Examples of suitable topics are: 

· Families: The determination of family structure and its implications for and interactions with the macroeconomy.  Models of household formation and dissolution, fertility, and education would all be suitable here. Studies of the effects of public policy on the family would be welcome. 

· Inequality: The relationship between inequality on the one hand and technological progress, educational or occupational choice, and government polices on the other.

· The Macroeconomy: The interaction between economic growth, fertility, female labor-force participation, and educational attainment.  Historical and development perspectives are welcome.

· Other Topics: Papers on the economics of crime, the timing of births, the determination of retirement, male/female division of labor, effects of family policies such as parental leave, school-finance policies and implications for income distribution and growth, etc. would all be of interest.

Submissions will be reviewed by a selection committee consisting of

Papers received will be considered submissions to both the conference and the special issue.  Papers selected for the conference will be refereed and must meet the high academic standards of the Review. As such, they are to constitute original and unique research that will not published in similar form elsewhere. The program committee will edit the special issue.
