SUBJECT:    Call for Papers, NBER Innovation meeting

As part of the Productivity, Innovation and Entrepreneurship (PIE) Program activities at the NBER Summer Institute, we are organizing a two-day research meeting on Innovation.  The session will take place on Tuesday, July 16 and Wednesday, July 17 in Cambridge, Massachusetts.

The workshop will include papers on the economics of innovation and innovation policy.  We encourage submissions on any topic related to innovation, and are especially interested in papers relating to:

- The impact of innovation policy instruments such as intellectual property rights in creating (or discouraging) innovation
- Novel methods for measuring the economic causes or consequences of innovation
- The relationship between innovation and market structure
- The relationship between innovation and broader economic outcomes, including economic growth and inequality

Preference will be given to empirical research, but interesting theoretical work that is closely connected to real world problems will also be considered.
