NEW ZEALAND

Prior to April 1, 1921, the statistics of migration were compiled from
statements furnished monthly by Collectors of Customs showing the
totals, by sex, of arrivals from and departures to various countries, with
information about the birthplaces of arrivi:ag and departing "race aliens".
(Tables I-VT and XIII.) These tables have been continued as far as
possible up to 1924. Notes 1 and 3 show that the figures for earlier years
are defective. Their source for the period 1853-60 (tables II and V)
states that "generally the figures are to be regarded as only the closest
approximation to accuracy that can be obtained from the returns".
(Statistics of New Zealand for 1869, Wellington, 1870, Table III.) The
source also contained data for the earlier period relating to passenger
traffic between New Zealand ports. These have been ignored because our
interest centres in international migrations.

2. After April 1, 1921, a new system of statistics was introduced
which requires each person arriving or departing to fill in a form
which records statistical particulars and also in the case of arrivals dis-
closes whether the person is a new immigrant intending permanent
residence, a returned New Zealander or a visitor on business or pleasure.
Similarly in the case of departures, a distinction is made between those
temporarily and those permanently leaving the Dominion. Tinder the
new system, statistics enable us thus to distinguish real immigrants and
emigrants from other passengers. (Tables VII-XII.)
